The evaluation committee of the young architects competition met at the
PASOK headquarters, 50 Char. Trikoupis street in Athens.

The committee, after having examined all forty eight candidate proposals,
concluded that this dynamic initiative and above all the response from all
young participants, opened the dialogue around issues of relationships

between political organizations, space and citizen - individual, connecting

them with the new architectural movements with substantial theoretical
discourse.

After four meetings. held on 12/01/05, 13/01/05, 15/01/05 and 20/10/05,
during which all candidate proposals were assessed in detail , the
committee, through constructive dialogue and exchange of views, reached
the unanimous decision to award three prizes, three commendations and
recommended the "buy-out” of two more interesting proposals.

Proposal

Of crucial importance is the way the project han-
dles the boundary between the public space of the
sidewalk and the private space of the offices.

The public space of the sidewalk is unified
with the office space. This is achieved with both
physical means (the kind of construction and the
materials used) as well as mental means such
as the glance of the onlooker. When the interior
Is penetrable and the citizen can see it, it auto-
matically becomes a public space.

We focus on the materials used for the pave-
ment and facade of the space.

The pavement floor (which is usually dresses
with large cement tiles) penetrates the interior.

The facade withdraws by 1 meter from the
existing building line; it is completely transpar-
ent and allows the eye to peneirate the office
space. It is made of two glass panels revolving
on vertical axis. -

The angle of the panels rotation is indicative
of how open the event taking place inside can be.
The facade functions as a filter.

The concept it based on the common phenome-
non of old fashioned writing on the wall (in demo-
cratic or politically turbulent times) and the mod-
ern graffiti of the big cities.
